Thisilanclude mass
electronic mail distribution with private email addses in the “to” or “cc” address lines whereittiermation can be read
by any recipient.

Currently member information such as name, addpdes)e number, and email address is made avatialelech Region
membership officer, and is also available to eaebiéh president. Those persons are expected tdhpassformation
along to their Region’s Division superintendentd arembership officers so that they can use thermdtion for official
business.
